c. Where did this group mainly settle? Why?

d. Types of occupations they worked in.

e. Prejudice they experienced once here.

f. Notable Persons of that heritage and their contributions to America. Identify and explain aspects of that culture that are now a part of American culture (holidays, expressions, activities, sports, education)
